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On November 26, 2009, Officer Ervin Hyppolite was dispatched to a call 
reference a man having a heart attack. Upon arrival Officer Hyppolite found the 
man unresponsive and on the floor. The victim was not breathing and was 
turning blue. Officer Hyppolite immediately began administering cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation (CPR) until Plantation Fire Department paramedics arrived and took 
over treatment. 
 
The victim regained consciousness and was transported to Westside Regional 
Hospital for further treatment. Officer Hippolyte’s quick actions saved the victim’s 
life.
